Innovative classes and elective opportunities in tech ed,
Family and Consumer Science, physical education, health
and technology promote personalized learning. Students
also have access to a top-notch music program with many
vocal and instrumental options.

During their
first year of middle school, students gain strong foundational
skills in technology and engineering processes that promote
understanding of real- life experiences.
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Specialized Education

We pay attention to the needs of our students. A system of
academic and behavioral interventions makes sure that those
who need help get it.

Our special education services are second to none. We

offer specific programming and support for students with
different abilities and needs. Students are placed in the most
appropriate setting to meet their educational needs.

In addition, many students have the opportunity to work
with an 8th grade mentor to help develop social skills and
build relationships.
